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DIRECTOR’S DIARY 

My Dear Friends, 

Welcome to this edition of the 
Catholic Deaf News. As I ponder 
what to write in this report since 
the last issue, it came to my mind 
that the outstanding event was 
the retreat on the weekend of 4th 
and 5th June at Benedict XVI 
Centre at Grose Vale on the 
outskirts of Kurrajong out 
Richmond way. The natural 
surrounds were a perfect venue 
for the community to come 
together to relax, unwind and 
connect with others. 

We were grateful to have Fr John 
Hill, chaplain of John Pierce 
Centre in Melbourne, prepare and 
lead the retreat - the theme of the 
retreat was “Reconciliation and 
Forgiveness”. Fr John, a 
theologian, lead a wonderful 
retreat with a PowerPoint 
presentation of monkeys with 
many different facial features 
which made all of us laugh! 
However I felt it was a great topic 
which suited us very well in the 
deaf community as we are a 
minority group who especially all 
pretty much know one another. It 
showed that we are humans and 
tend to make mistakes in our 
lives. 

I would like to give a brief insight 
of my version of forgiveness. As I 
ponder the meaning of 
forgiveness and how we can 
prepare ourselves; forgiveness is 
about letting go of grudges and 
bitterness. When a person hurts 
or offends you, the experience 

may always remain a part of your 
life but forgiveness can help you 
focus on other positive parts of 
your life. Forgiveness comes 
clearly from the heart, a genuine 
pardon for the person rather than 
just “say sorry” on the surface. It 
can lead to feelings of 
understanding, empathy and 
compassion for the one that hurt 
you. 

Forgiveness does not mean you 
can forget or ignore the person 
that hurt you or how badly they 
treated you. It also doesn’t mean 
you can justify the wrong 
because you forgave the person. 
Forgiveness brings peace that 
would help you go on with life. It 
is about caring for you rather than 
holding a grudge. There is no 
easy way to express forgiveness 
and it takes a lot of courage and 
sometimes a lot of time to move 
forward. 

When someone you love and 
trust hurts you, you may become 
angry, sad or confused. If you 
take those feelings with you and 
ignore the positive feelings, you 
may build your own bitterness 
and anger into every relationship 
and experience. Your life would 
be absorbed into negative 
feelings and you can’t enjoy the 
present. You may feel that your 
life lacks meaning or purpose and 
you’re confused with spiritual 
feelings.  

It is important to 
think that 
forgiveness can 
would change your 
life by bringing 
peace, happiness 
and spiritual 
healing. Getting the 
other person to 
change is not the 
point of forgiveness. 
Forgiveness takes 
away the power the 

person has over your life. 

The story of the Prodigal son is 
proof of how the father forgave his 
son and welcomed him despite 
the cultural difference at the time. 
In those days, if a son inherits the 
money from the father and leaves 
home, he is automatically cut off 
from home and the family is 
shamed. The father would have 
been really hurt by this yet he was 
prepared to forgive and accepted 
him despite him spending all of his 
inheritance on women, food and 
wine. It took his father a lot of 
courage to ignore the culture of 
the time and accept his son into 
his family. We are all human and 
sometimes go through the stage 
of our failures but God is always 
ready to forgive if we repent. We 
can always learn from the story as 
we go about our lives. 

Before I finish off this report, I 
would like to say to the pilgrims 
who will attend WYD2011 in 
Madrid, Spain, to enjoy the 
pilgrimage and I’m sure they will 
come home with lasting 
experiences. I am sure they will 
come back better persons and 
pass on their experiences to the 
others. Good Luck and God be 
with you all the way.

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I was honoured to be 
invited to Bishop Peter 
Comensoli ’s Coronation 
and sit among his family. 
At 47, Bishop Comensoli 
is Australia's youngest 
Bishop, his ordination 
was at St Mary's 
Cathedral on 8th June. It 
was a double celebration 
with the gathering of 
many young priests and 

the "older guard", including Cardinal George Pell 
who was celebrating his 70th birthday. 

St Mary’s Cathedral was full to overflowing with 
dozens of bishops, hundreds of Priests and 
thousands of people, including several hundred 
from Diocese of Wollongong who travelled by 
bus, train and cars to celebrate with Bishop 
Peter.  Among them his many nieces and 
nephews who carried the gifts to the altar.                  

Born and raised in the Wollongong area, Bishop 
Comensoli has described himself as a "Gong 
boy through and through".

Bishop Peter spoke about the three 
symbols of the apostolic ministry: the 
hat, the staff and the ring.

The only two 
symbols that get 
taken off or put aside 
are the Hat and the 
Staff. The other 
symbol is the ring that 
is always to be worn 
and never set aside. 

Bishop Peter said that 
he is relieved that he doesn’t wear the hat all the 
time because he is not used to wearing it. He 
said it is like a game when you try and pat your 
head with one hand while making circles on your 
tummy with other hand. Walking around giving 
blessings while carrying the Staff and wear a 
Mitre is a bit like that.  

 Every Bishops have their own Coats of Arms. 
This is Bishop Peter Comensoli’s Coat of Arms. 
Therefore,the Motto and arms that he chose are 
of a personal character and may be described as 
follows: The motto “Praedicamus Christum 
Cruxifixum” is a quotation from Apostle Paul’s 
letter to Corinthians (1Cor 1:23) and can be 
translated as “We proclaim a crucified Christ” 

The Latin Cross symbolises the 
Bishop’s nominal Patron, the Apostle 
Peter. The stars reflect the Southern 
Cross, which shines out over the Great 
South Land of the Holy Spirit. The Lion 
and the Unicorn symbolise the mind 
and the heart of love.
